dealing with VB basics and the VB5 CCE IDE)

The authors weren’t sure WHO they were writing this book for. If you are a VB programmer who
wants to learn Active-X you'll be disappointed to find that half of this book reviews VB topics - and if
you aren’t a VB programmer you'll be really disappointed because the VB coverage is poorly
written.Did anyone edit this book? The first Active-X example has two typos and an incorrect

illustration.

Most of the book is about the VB IDE and a lot of the rest is about standard VB code. The sample
controls are simplistic. You’d be better off using the online help and code samples that come with
VBS5.
